2003. This met the twin objectives of bringing parishioners together for a fun 
evening and raising a substantial amount of much needed finance.   The funds 
raised were used at the time to help pay for the opening of the ceiling and rewiring 
of the Parish Hall plus refurbishment of the flat roof over the First Committee 
Room. 
  
It is hard to believe that almost 7 years have passed since then and I have been 
reminded by many parishioners recently that we are overdue another occasion to 
bring the community together for a well deserved social engagement. However, I 
am also mindful of the difficult economic climate in which we are operating and 
have therefore asked the Ball Committee to create the most cost effective event 
possible.  As a result we have moved the venue from a marquee to a hotel 
nearby where we have been able to negotiate a discount of over £10 per head 
against the marquee price.  With ticket prices therefore at £65 you may also recall 
that this is only a £5 increase in price over the intervening 7-year period.  This 
represents good value for money together with contributing to the parish repair 
funds.   
 
Your support for this event would be much appreciated and I can promise you a 
great evening's entertainment.  New parishioners since the last ball would be most 
welcome to evidence the great community spirit that prevails in this parish on such 
an occasion when a large section of the parishioners combine  to make the evening 
a great and memorable success. 
  
The funds  which will be raised are much needed for the ongoing repairs and 
maintenance of the church including rewiring, redecoration, repair of corroding 
walls, gutter repairs - to name a few!  All funds raised from the evening would be 
very welcome.
